The children (many 

on I. V. units and 

wheelchairs) gath-

ered in excitement 

as the harmonicas 

and music sheets were passed out. Max and I then 

went directly to the rooms of the children who were too 

ill to attend. Their touching enthusiasm as they quickly 

learned and played the songs brought tears to many of 

us that were fortunate enough to witness it. 

 
Pocket Full Of Soul! I was honored this year to be 

featured as a performing artist in the award-winning 

harmonica documentary film "Pocket Full of Soul". 

Naturally, my work with Harmonikids is also promi-

nently featured. On April 4th the film's premiere re-

lease was held in Houston, Texas and I was invited for 

a headline performance, to teach a workshop to the 

attendees and conduct another Harmonikids session 

at the Children's Hospital. It was a terrific event, at-

tended by thousands, thereby bringing broad aware-

ness to the harmonica as a therapeutic tool for kids 

with special challenges.  

 

The 2009 Big Bear Cowboy Gathering and The 2009 

Western Music Association Showcase and Awards 

Show both brought me back for the second consecutive 

year to be a headline 

performer and teach my 

Harmonica workshops 

to folks of all ages. I 

gave another harmonica 

workshop to both kids 

and adults at the Autry 

Museum. The WMA 

California Chapter 

donated the unused 

harmonicas from the 

Autry workshop to Harmonikids. Whenever I am invited 

to teach at Festivals as these, it gives the opportunity to 

provide info and bring exposure of my Harmonikids pro-

grams to large audiences.  

 
Hermetta Harper And The Wilmington Friends  spon-

sored two events bringing me to the East Coast to teach 

harmonica at the Berry Festival in Wilmington, DE 

where I worked with a large group that included many 

underprivileged kids. I also taught classes at 

the Dranesville Elementary School in Herndon, VA 

which included children with learning challenges such 

as autism. 

 
2009 Visalia Fall Cowboy Roundup! The day before 

my return headline stage performance to this great festi-

val in November, my dear friends from the Cowboy Cul-

tural Committee sponsored and invited me to conduct 

an event to promote and teach kids about Western cul-

ture. I taught a workshop of Western songs on the har-

monica to over 120 kids from the surrounding area 

many of whom were disadvantaged. It was a wonderful 

session in which the kids were absolutely thrilled and 

glued to their seats for two hours while they success-

fully learned to play four songs. You could hear them 

still playing gleefully as the school buses rolled away 

from the barn! 

 
Shriners Hospital in Los Angeles had it's "Christmas 

Extravaganza" and Harmonikids was invited again to 

give the child patients harmonicas and teach them holi-

day songs.
