The Most Wonderful Time of the Year

Last weekend, business took me on a
425-mile loop on either side of the
quartzite monolith-marked boarder sepa-
rating North and South Dakota. The area
received record snow this past winter.
Ranchers and farmers managed the best they could as roads and
corrals clogged, feed-and-bedding inventories dwindled, and yet
more snow fell. Livestock death losses were high, then the snow
melted, causing more agony.

Effects of the bonanza-turned-bane were evident as my husband
and | navigated state highways running alongside the 46th paral-
lel. Neither of us could remember a time when we'd seen the Da-
kota hills and meadows so green, the cattle so fat, horses so
sleek, and stock dams universally filled to near-overflowing. No
matter which direction we turned, the green rolled on before us.
After a tenacious winter that only begrudgingly released its hold,
we felt that surely this was the most wonderful time of the year.
The drive was as humbling as it was enjoyable. Sitting in air-
conditioned comfort, | marveled at vital ranch headquarters and
derelict, abandoned homesteads. It took courage, faith, stamina,
and determination-and no small amount of careful planning and
good fortune-to make a go of homesteading on the Plains. When
all those ran low, it helped to have resiliency, ingenuity, and good
neighbors.

More than a century later, we live a life of relative leisure. Much of
the day-to-day toil for survival has been resolved; as a whole, we

have grown soft and demanding. Let's reconsider those who set-

tled the West-and live here yet today-producing food and fiber for
a hungry, and sometimes unappreciative, world.

Ace Canadian poet, emcee, and church pianist Doris Daley hon-
ors her great-grandmother with "Mary's Window" from her Be-
neath a Western Sky CD. The introduction alone is fascinating. In
it, Daley tells of the diary that pioneer and ranch wife Mary Daley
kept, of her marrying an Irish-born Canadian Mountie, and settling
down to ranching and raising a family 18 miles from Fort Macleod,
Alberta, Canada. In the diary, Mary confesses if it weren't for the
knowledge of winter coming and all the rivers she'd have to cross,
she would have headed back to Ontario.

Another of Daley's stand outs on the album is "100 Years from
Now," in which she addresses those who will come after us in the
next century. Read it at cowboypoetry.com/dorisdaley.htm

There are two songs on the 18-track album. "Riding Home to
You" and "Shades of the West" are collaborations written with,
and performed by, Eli Barsi. The latter is exceptional, a fine ex-
ample of Daley's mastery of words. In it she describes green:
"Green is the sweet smell of April, green runs the frost from the
ground, green is the jingle and jig in your step when beef brings a
dollar a pound.”

I was a kid once and yes, | had a
horse. Only for a very few, and very
short, periods in my life have | been
without a horse. There is nothing like
that kid-with-a-horse experience.
Loving horses isn't something you are
afflicted with by choice. You don't just
wake up one day and think, "Today
I'm going to love horses." Somewhere
in the human genetic makeup is a
signal switch that gives us a heart for animals and one more click
of the switch focuses our love toward dogs and horses. That's not
scientific you understand, just my theory based on experience.

I hosted a 4-H Horse Show Clinic last week, and to my delight, a
dozen kids on horses that showed up to learn. Most of them had
never seen a horse show, let alone been in one. A number of
them were relatively new to riding and those that weren't, were
new to show ring disciplines. By the end of the day, thanks to the
steady instruction of a great
into riders with a plan and horses with the same goal. Kids are
very adaptable and horses teach them as much as kids teach a
horse. Put a kid on a horse and there is basic communication that
rivals anything the high-tech world can provide. There is an un-
derstanding between the horse and the child that defies descrip-
tion but with the naked eye, one can see the horse evaluating his
rider while the rider thinks he is the one in charge.

As with people, the personalities of horses either jive with their
rider or have no connection whatsoever. A horse may, quite obvi-
ously, like his kid immensely, but won't be anything but a brat for
an adult. It is a common personality grind that keeps mothers
gritting their teeth and fathers determined to outlast it. I'm not sure
exactly what makes my heart swell more - a tiny girl on a big
horse determined to do anything and everything the "big kids do,"
or a young boy who lopes off to meet the challenges of the day,
riding his new best friend in the whole world.

In my distant youth, living very remotely from any real civilization,
horses were my best and only friends. My only alternative was
brothers. | whiled away long summer days, always with a horse
as my company. I'd sit on the top rail of the fence and tell my
horse the burdens of my heart. I'd often slip a bridle on him, slide
onto his back and take off in a lope up through the meadows to-
ward the looming mountain range with no particular destination in
mind. This four-legged best friend and | explored the world
around us and watched Mother Nature in her rawest form. It was
freedom at its finest.

It wasn't until many years later that | fully understood how much
having horses in my life had taught me. Love, trust, forgiveness,
patience, understanding, happiness, loss, confidence are all part
of owning a horse ... and living a fulfilled life. As | watched the
horse clinic kids riding around the arena, my heart smiled. | knew
something they didn't. | knew that this day, and every day, with
their horses, mattered in their lives in ways they had no idea. Mat-
tered more than the fun they were having, mattered more than the
lessons they were learning that day. In all that, they were shaping
their hearts for living and | was privileged to watch it unfold.

The award will be made at the 34th Annual National Old Time
Country, Bluegrass, and Folk Music Festival, August 31-
September 6, 2009, at the Plymouth County Fairgrounds in Le-
Mars, lowa. The festival, a fundraiser for the National Traditional
Country Music Assn., is held annually the week just before Labor
Day, and has ten sound stages operating from 9am to midnight,
every day for seven days to accommodate the many acoustic and
old-time musicians that attend. According to Bob Everhart, Festi-
val Director, "There are well over 600 performing artists at this
event, and they come from around the world. We even have 32
musicians and dancers coming from Greece this year to share
their rural music. That's not counting the international aspect of
artists coming from Canada, Korea, England, Holland, New Zea-
land, Australia, Georgia, Slovakia, and Ireland. It's amazing that
all these foreign performers are so adept at America's traditional
and rural country music."

There is other activity as well, going on during the 7-day
event. Workshops are available to beginners through accom-
plished musicians. There are six nights of old-time dances. There
are 'showcases' for aspiring performers. "We had one act last
year that landed a $1,000 40-minute gig. We think that's pretty
good," says Everhart. There's also a large "Corps of Discovery
Tipi Village" with emphasis on Native American music and life
style, and there's also over 35 contests for amateur performers in
as many categories. "We like the Band Scramble" says Everhart,
"there are just so many really great musicians, a lot of them get
involved, simply playing with strangers, because the music is sim-
ple, it is heartfelt, it is sincere, and it is honest. That's quite a bit
different than the music we are force-fed on radio these days. We
even have one stage dedicated and devoted to Christian Gospel
music only."
